take effect from 1 September.

School Meals
The cost of a school lunch will increase to £2.80 per day.

meals that support children's health, wellbeing and learning throughout the school day.

School meals remain free to those eligible including those on benefits related Free School Meals,
Pupil Premium and Government funded Universal Free School Meals for children in EYFS and Key
Stage 1.

For children who are charged for meals, parents should make sure that the School Meals account on
Arbor is always topped up with sufficient funds as payment should be made in advance for meals.

From September 2026, the cost of each wraparound care session will increase to £5.50 per session.

This adjustment will help us maintain the quality of provision, staffing levels and resources that
enable us to continue offering a safe, engaging and supportive environment for children before and
after the school day.

Parents are reminded that they are unable to make bookings unless sufficient funds are in the
Wraparound account on Arbor. Childcare voucher payers should make sure that the voucher is paid
into our account in good time prior to the booking window opening each term. If you are a new
childcare voucher payer, please contact Business Manager Jill Westwood via
finance@slade.kent.sch.uk. Jill will be happy to describe the next steps to ensure successful payment
into the account.
